FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS (FAQS)

Please take a moment to read through the FAQs listed below as they will hopefully help answer some of your
pre-camp questions.

QUESTION:
At what time does camp begin and end each day and what is the earliest I can arrive for drop-off and pick-up?

ANSWER:
Camp begins at 9:30 A.M. with drop-off starting at 9:10 A.M. Camp ends in the afternoon at 3:00 PM. You may arrive on
campus for pick-up no earlier than 2:45 pMm.

QUESTION:
Can I enroll in Extended Day Care at a daily rate or just a morning or afternoon? Can I enroll after camp has begun?

ANSWER:
YES, Please check the website for daily rates or call the Summer Programs Office.YES, you may enroll at any time.

QUESTION:
How do I know if I'm registered and will I receive something in the mail?

ANSWER:

As long as you were allowed to complete your registration online, you are considered registered for all weeks and
responsible for payment. All registered families will receive a camper mailing packet in early May that will provide drop-
oft/pick-up locations, parking pass, lunch menu, etc. Many of these items will also be available online.

QUESTION:
If we were campers last summer and filled out the Medical Form, do we have to complete a new one this year?

ANSWER:
YES, new Medical Forms are required each year by the Health Office.

QUESTION:
Does my child need a physical before camp and can I use the “Blue & Yellow” forms we use for school?

ANSWER:
NO a Physical is not required. The “Blue & Yellow” school forms are not acceptable*. We require our own form that must
be signed by a local physician. It is available for download on our website. *Only 4 Year Olds must have a Blue & Yellow form.

QUESTION:
Where do I need to go to drop-off my camper late or pick-up my camper early?

ANSWER:
If at any time during the camp day you need to pick-up or drop-off your camper, you must go to the Summer Programs
Office.If picking up early, please inform your counselor to send them to the camp office at the desired time.

QUESTION:
When is the Fine Arts Camp performance and what show will they be doing? Can I attend?

ANSWER:

The Fine Arts Camp performance is always during the last week of the session. With the Fine Arts Camp running for
eight weeks this year they will likely have two shows, one during Week 4 and one in Week 8. Typically they occur Tuesday-
Thursday with the younger children performing earlier in the week. Exact dates/times and show titles will not be known
until May 2010. You are more than welcome to attend with friends and family members.

QUESTION:
Do you offer any early registration or sibling discounts? Can I enroll on a weekly basis? Daily?

ANSWER:
NO we do not offer any discounts. YES you may enroll on a weekly basis, but you may not enroll on a daily basis.
